“Reasonable expectation of discharge” is the
responsibility of the owner/operator to define and should
be based on location of facility in relation to a stream,
ditch, gully, sanitary sewer, storm sewer, volume of oil
that could spill, drainage patterns, soil conditions,
ground water.

Do you store more than 1,320 gallons of oil or oil
product aboveground and/or more than 42,000 gallons
completely buried oil storage capacity underground?

Capacity of all
containers 55 gallons or
greater.
